New automatic technology instal-
lations and remote switching
equipment is allowing Big
Rivers Electric to limit the
number of people without

by automatically transferring substa-
tions to healthy circuits.

Also, standby transmission line cir-
cuits are temporarily deenergized when
not needed to help localize the cause of
the outage and restore service quickly.
The power provider expects this inno-
vative project to decrease outage dura-
tion times even more in future years.
